Playing Time Rules…

Through sixth grade, each St. Catherine of Siena School sponsored basketball team is considered instructional with emphasis placed on learning the basics of the sport.  With this in mind, every attempt shall be made for all student participants on teams in grades Kindergarten through sixth grade to have equal playing time over the course of the season (Kindergarten and 1st grade teams not always available).  It is acknowledged that we do not expect playing time to be tracked to the exact minute and we know uncontrollable events like players missing games may affect the ability to guarantee equal time.  Playing time requirements are also flexible if disciplinary actions are required.  Being competitive or winning a particular game however, are not acceptable reasons to ignore playing time guidelines.

Seventh and eighth grade teams are considered competitive with no minimum playing time.

If the uniform is lost, damaged or not returned when requested at the end of the season, you are responsible for the actual cost of replacement (approximately $75.00).  If payment for replacement is not received, no uniforms will be issued to your family in the future.

To approach the coach first if you have any concerns regarding your child or any other child on the team.  If you feel that your concern was not properly addressed, you may send a letter to the Coaches Committee of the Boosters Club addressing your concerns.  The letter will be held in confidence unless you direct otherwise.  You must sign your letter or it will not be considered.
